GUIDELINES FOR ADMINISTRATION

OF THE ALUMNAE CRISIS FUND

BY KAPPA DELTA FOUNDATION

Kappa Delta Sorority, Inc. established the Alumnae Crisis Fund in 1975 to assist initiated members in times of financial and/or personal crisis.  The administration of the fund and its assets was moved under the direction of Kappa Delta Foundation in 2003.  The purpose of the fund is to provide some immediate financial assistance in the form of a grant to an initiated member who is experiencing dire financial need and who has exhausted other sources of financial assistance (i.e., insurance, family, etc.).  Primary consideration for grants shall be given to alumnae members of Kappa Delta.  Grants are not intended to resolve or repay entire debts, but to provide some short-term financial assistance to a member and/or her family.

The following guidelines shall be followed to ensure that the Alumnae Crisis Fund is properly administered as a fund to aid alumnae members of Kappa Delta who find themselves in financial distress and/or emergency or crisis through medical or natural disaster.
1. Requests for assistance from the Alumnae Crisis Fund should be directed to the Kappa Delta Foundation, 3205 Players Lane, Memphis, TN 38125.  Applicants are to complete a grant application form and submit all requested documentation.  Documentation as to the reasons for financial need shall be obtained from the applicant prior to any financial amount being awarded.  In extreme emergency situations, a small amount of emergency assistance help could be given with the understanding that necessary documentation will be secured immediately. 

2. A confidential file will be maintained for each recipient including all correspondence concerning the recipient, action taken and record of payment at the National Headquarters for IRS and audit purposes.  Applicant notification is the responsibility of the Foundation. 

3. A committee composed of the National Vice President-Alumnae, a Foundation Board Director and an Alumnae Chapter Operations Specialist for the applicant’s division will review the application.  The members of this committee shall serve without compensation and shall not benefit from the fund while serving.  The committee shall review the potential beneficiary’s application to determine need for emergency financial assistance and the availability of resources in the fund to meet that need.  The committee member from the Foundation Board will chair the committee, collect votes from committee members and determine the amount of the gift.

4. No one recipient shall receive more than 10 percent of the current amount in the Crisis Fund through cumulative applications.   

5. If an applicant is a national volunteer, director or employee of the Kappa Delta Foundation or Kappa Delta Sorority. Inc., the Foundation’s Board of Directors will review and act on such an application.

6. Contributions made to the Alumnae Crisis Fund are strictly voluntary and cannot be earmarked for a particular recipient.
