Scholarship Application Guidelines

The application consists of five parts:

1. Completed application form which must be typed.  Handwritten documents will not be accepted;
2. Personal statement giving reasons for applying for this scholarship.  Text not to exceed 250 words-must be typed;

3. Official undergraduate transcript (also graduate transcript if applicable);

4. Two letters of recommendation; and

5. A recent, professional quality photograph to be used for publicity and for use in The Angelos. 
 (Snapshots, laser prints, photos of painted portraits and candid photos will not be accepted.)

Applicants for undergraduate scholarships must provide two letters of recommendation from:
1) a faculty member, university official or employer – Must be a non-Kappa Delta; and
2) an initiated Kappa Delta alumna, such as CAB or CSM/CS. 

Applicants for graduate scholarships or the Alumna Grant for Continuing Education must provide two letters of recommendation from: 

1) an initiated Kappa Delta alumna covering contributions to the sorority (undergraduate or graduate); and

2) a university official or business contact covering  professional promise and personal characteristics. 
Applicants should apply for all scholarships for which they are eligible, however only one scholarship may be awarded to an applicant in an academic year.  Please indicate on the top of the application all scholarships for which you are applying.  Only one completed set of forms needs to be sent to Headquarters regardless of the number of scholarships checked.

All applicants will be judged on academic excellence, service to the chapter, alumnae chapter or national Kappa Delta, service to the campus and community, financial need, personal objectives and goals, potential and recommendations.  Please note that some scholarships have restrictions on major or class in school, and others weigh financial need.

Kappa Delta scholarship funds may only be used for tuition, fees or books (not room and board).  Checks will be mailed to the recipient, but the check will be made payable to the college/university.

If a collegian or alumna was awarded a scholarship last year, she may apply again this year.  She may not, however, be awarded more than one scholarship in an academic year and no more than two (2) during a lifetime. 
The deadline for submission of an application is February 1, 2012.  It is the applicant’s responsibility to make sure all necessary forms are received at Headquarters by the deadline.  Any incomplete applications will not be considered.    Postmarked after February 1st is void.
Scholarship applicants must:

· Receive all requested recommendations in a sealed envelope with the recommender’s signature across the envelope flap.

· Send all material, application form, personal statement, two (2) recommendations, official transcript, and professional quality photograph(to Headquarters by February 1, 2012 in a single sealed package.
Note:  Some universities will not release an official transcript to the student.  If the university mails your official transcript to us, make sure you give them the correct address and deadline date.
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
